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ELIGIBILITY :

“Karnataka candidate” means,

(a) student who has studied for at least 7(Seven) full academic years in any one of the
Government or Government recognised institutions in Karnataka from first standard up
\ to 2nd P.U.C./ 12th standard or qualifying examination and

(b} passed either S.S.L.C./10th Standard or P.U.C. /12th standard examination in Karnataka.
(¢) In respect of candidates who have enrolled as private candidates for S.S.L.C/P.U.C. or
studied in open schools the period of seven years study shall not be insisted.
However such candidates shall produce domicile certificate for 7 years from the

Tahasildar of concerned Taluk.
andidates who have passed either S.S.L.C. or P.U.C. either in open schools or as private
candidates shall produce the relevant Marks card or a certificate from the Karnataka
Secondary Education Examination Board / Directorate of Pre-University Education which

certifies that he/she is a “private candidate”. In respect of candidates who have taken more

than one year to pass a class or standard, the years of academic study is counied as one year
only for this purpose.

2. Candidates must be graduates with B.A or B.Sc. and shall have studied any one of the
languages and two of the three electives specified below. Candidate should have studied two
of the three electives for all the three years at degree or graduation level. Candidates must
have passed in University Exams for all the three years and at the time of admission shall
compulsotily produce three years degree marks cards issued by the university.

Languages : English, Kannada, Hindi, Marathi, Urdu, Sanskrit.

Electives: Science- Physics, Chemistry, Botany, Zoology, Mathematics,
Arts - History, Political Science, Scciology, Geography, Economics,
English, Kannada, Hindi, Marathi, Urdu, Sanskrit.
Science: A) Physical Science: Candidates shall have studied any Physical Science subject
with Physics and Mathematics. Ex: Chemistry, Electronics, Computer Science,
Statistics etc. But compulsorily should have studied Physics and Mathematics.
B) Biological Science: Candidates shall have studied any Biological Science
subject with Chemistry and Botany or Zoology / Chemistry, Botany and
Zoology, Chemistry and Biology Ex: Environmental Science, Fisheries,
Forestry, Micro Biology, Bio Chemistry, Genetics etc. But compulsorily should
‘have studied Chemistry and Botany / Zoology / Biology.
Note: As per present cadre and recruitment rules for the appointment of the post of Assistant
masters Grade-ll post in Government High Schools, Physical Science teachers should have
studied Physics and Mathematics and Biological Science teachers should have studied
Chemistry and Botany / Zoology or Chemistry, Botany and Zoology compulsorily.
Hence the applicants are adviced to note this before seeking admission for B.Ed. Course.

6. Candidates obtained degree by appearing in the main examination of degree held in March/

April, 2008 or during previous years only are eligible. ‘
NOTE: Candidates who have appeared for final year Degree Examination in March 2008 and
awaiting the results are also eligible to submit the application. They have to submit the xerox
copies of marks cards along with the objection in the prescribed form within the scheduled
date after the results are announced. Such candidates are allowed to appear for Common
Entrance Examination and will be considered for selection only if they satisfy all eligibility

criteria listed in Sl. No. 1 to 6 above.

Candidates who
wish to get admitted to the allotted institution have to produce all the original documents
with a set of xerox copies (with the prescribed proforma given in Annexure) to the
concerned Nodal Centre within the specified date. Candidates who do not wish to get
admitted to the allotted institution can appear for counselling at Centralised Admission
Cell, Bangalore as per Counselling schedule.

For Physically Handicapped candidates and the Special Group Candidates, institution
will be allotted on merit cum preference basis subject to the availability of seats
